Some of our props, 

costumes, sets etc. have been 

with us from the beginning. 

Here are a few of our favorites.

Scrooge’s cravat/collar – Grandpa 

(Nate) Hale played Scrooge for many of 

the early years of HCTO.  Ruth made 

him an all-in-one collar and cravat that 

fastened at the back of the neck with 

Velcro. It helped with his fast changes. 

Even though Grandpa is no longer 

with us, our current “Scrooge”, Chris 

Brower holds a tender place in his heart 

for Nate; and even though the cravat 

is a bit old and worn, he won’t perform 

without it. 

Cratchit Furniture – The Cratchit 

table, benches and clerk’s desk were 

made by Grandpa (Nate) Hale for our 

first production.  

Tiny Tim’s coat – Tanya Hale 

Radebaugh (Ruth and Nate’s daughter) 

made the little burgundy coat trimmed 

with black that Tiny Tim wears for 

her son Kevin, who was our first Tim.  

We’ve used it every year since.  (Kevin 

is now 31)

Narration – The narration that 

we are using tonight was recorded in 

1965 by Ruth and Nate for the first 

production of A Christmas Carol at their 

Glendale Center Theater, in Glendale, 

CA. It features the voice of Johnstone 

White “Whitey”, an actor, director and 

dear friend who worked at the Glendale 

Center Theater. He was quite an old 

man at the time and his unique and 

raspy voice was due to mustard gas 

damage in the trenches of WWI. We 

have digitally enhanced the narration as 

technology has advanced, but we know 

that it isn’t as “clear and crisp” as a new 

recording would be. But, to be honest, 

we don’t want a new recording. No one 

could replace Whitey.
