2016 SEASON SPREAD
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1 In a year dominated by The Phantom 
of the Opera on Broadway, Into the 

Woods won several important Tony 
awards, including Best Score, Best Book, 
and Best Actress in a Musical (for Joanna 
Gleason as the Baker’s Wife).

2 The Beast of Gévaudan was a wolf 
that terrorized a province in southern 

France between 1764 and 1767. Scholars 
estimate that the wolf killed between 60 
and 100 adults and children, and it got to 
the point where the French government 
sent in the army to kill it. The attacks 
stopped after a local hunter finally shot 
the wolf. 

3 Fairy tales don’t have a single standard 
form; many different versions exist 

for each story. In some versions of Little 
Red Ridinghood, no one rescues her from 
being eaten by the wolf. In some versions of 
“Cinderella”, it is her stepfather that treats 
her badly.

4 The earliest version of Into the 
Woods featured a cameo appearance 

by the Three Little Pigs. Though they 
don’t appear in this production, they have 
popped up in various revivals of the show 
since then.

5 The Rapunzel story perhaps comes 
from the 10th-century epic The 

Shahnama, a central part of Persian 
culture. In the story, the princess Rudaba 
of Kabul lets Zal (a hero in the tale) 
use her hair as a rope to climb up onto 
the roof of the palace with her. Some 
even claim that the word “Rapunzel” 
is a combination of the names of the 
characters “Rubada” and “Zal!”

6 Probably the most famous “witch” in 
European history, Mother Shipton 

was an English soothsayer and prophetess 
whose writings have been claimed to 
predict the defeat of the Spanish Armada, 
the Great Fire of London, and even the 
Internet. However, the first version of her 
prophecies appeared eighty years after 
her death, and some later editions are 
admitted fakes.

7 The famous cry of the giant in 
“Jack and the Beanstalk”, “Fee! 

Fie! Foe! Fum! I smell the blood of 
an Englishman!” appears in William 
Shakespeare’s King Lear centuries before 
any written version of the fairy tale.

8 Though the famous slipper in the 
Cinderella story is gold in Into the 

Woods and glass in Disney’s renditions 
of the fairy tale, other versions give 
even more variations: an anklet, a ring, a 
bracelet, or even a fur slipper have been 
what led the Prince to Cinderella.
